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The “Freedmen” Citizenship Dispute in the Cherokee Nation

A Native American tribe, the Cherokees had adopted White culture from modern polity to

slavery. They established an autonomous Indian nation known as the Cherokee Nation, modeled
after the United States in the early 19" century. Over time, due to conflicts and broken treaties, their
territory in the southeastern United States dwindled, until finally in the late 1830s, the Cherokees
and their Black slaves were forced to remove to the Indian Territory, now Oklahoma. Although the
Cherokees rebuilt the Cherokee Nation there, the Civil War devastated their territory. After the war,
the Cherokee Nation had to sign the reconstruction treaty with the United States in 1866, promising
to emancipate their slaves and give them national citizenship, because most Cherokees had sided
the Confederacy during the war. But eventually the Cherokee Nation was dissolved when Oklahoma
became a state in 1907, and the Cherokees and their freedmen became United States citizens.

The Cherokees rebuilt the Cherokee Nation of Oklahoma once again in the 1970s. Since then,
they keenly tried to exclude descendants of “the Cherokee Freedmen” from its citizenry, insisting
the Cherokee Nation has the sovereign right to determine who qualifies for their citizenship. They
used the “Cherokee by blood” requirement to deny citizenship to individual descendants of “the
Cherokee Freedmen.” But the descendants pushed back, resulting in a series of legal battles for
several decades.

A long dispute and legal battles between the Cherokee Nation and descendants of “the
Cherokee Freedmen” finally ended in 2017 when the United District Court for the District of
Columbia ruled that descendants of “the Cherokee Freedmen” had full rights as Cherokee citizens
under the treaty the Cherokee Nation made with the United States in 1866. Not only did the
Cherokee Nation accepted the ruling but in 2021, the Cherokee Supreme Court ruled that the phrase
“by blood,” which had been used as a criterion to deny the citizenship to the descendants, was void
and should be removed from all the Cherokee Nation’s laws including the Cherokee Nation
Constitution.

This article will examine the historical process of the dispute from the 19" century to the
present. It will compare the arguments of parties, including descendants of “the Cherokee
Freedmen,” the Cherokee Nation, and the United States government by exploring statutes and court
documents of the Cherokee Nation and the United States, and also examining national and local
media coverage. And finally, a few concluding observations will be presented regarding racial
connotations of the dispute, why the Cherokee Nation had to accept the ruling, and how this issue

fits into the larger nature of contemporary United States Native American policy.
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
